Dear Chairman Boxer,

I am writing to give you and your staff additional information regarding my Annual
Public Financial Disclosure Report for calendar year 2006. There are many changes from my
2005 Annual Report. I asked our family’s financial advisor at Smith Barney to provide some
explanatory language relating to the nature of these changes. His comments follow:

“Per your request, I am providing some guidance regarding most of the investment
changes that took place during 2006. These changes can primarily be broken down into three
segments. First, there were several share class conversions in a couple mutual funds owned by
you and your family members. Shares in Class B mutual funds convert to Class A shares after a
prescribed period of time. These are mostly complete for all except your son’s account. Second,
maturities of held investments such as bonds and CD’s provided another large source of change
as the investment proceeds were typically rolled into other investments. Last, we completed a
direct rollover of your wife’s Dupont Savings and Investment plan to an IRA rollover. This
transaction was completed during the month of April 2006 as funds were rolled into Morgan
Stanley.

As you know, I left Morgan Stanley in late May 2006 and subsequently began working
for Smith Barney; a division of Citigroup. There were a couple of name changes primarily in the
liquid money market funds as the transfer from Morgan Stanley to Smith Barney was completed.
This took place during the months of July through October of 2006. For the most part, all the
accounts affected had little change other than the reporting account number for the new firm.”

I hope that these explanatory paragraphs from my financial advisor help as you review
my Annual Public Financial Disclosure for 2006. Please do not hesistate to contact me should
you have any questions.
