When it comes to Rob-
inson apparel and oth-
er paraphernalia, the
school’s “Oasis” con-

cession area is like a college book-
store. Minus the books.

The school’s booster club offers
25 items for sale on its Web site
(www.ramsathleticboosters.
com/merchandise.htm), but the
selection is far greater in person,
given the inventory’s variety of
colors, styles, sizes and logos.

“When I first arrived here, I was
given so much blue and gold Rob-
inson stuff that my closet was full
within a few weeks,” said Rob-

inson Principal Dan Meier, a for-
mer football coach at West Poto-
mac and Chantilly. “It’s incredible
the variety that you see out there.”

The items run from the rela-
tively inexpensive — $5 key
straps, license plate frames, stadi-
um cushions and foam fingers,
and $8 Beanie Rams — to the $50
embroidered wind jacket, avail-
able in S, M, L, XL and XXL. With-
in that price range are any number
of sweatshirts, T-shirts, golf
shirts, stocking hats, umbrellas,
caps and visors.

Laurie Partonen and Kathy Sko-
cik have handled the merchandise
sales for the school’s booster club
for the past five years, sometimes
squirreling away the gear in their

garages. They trade ideas with as
many as four vendors, tweaking
designs and lettering and logos
and adding new styles. (Good
news, ladies: The $40 long-
sleeved denim shirt is available in
a women’s cut this year.)

“My goal always has been just
to offer spirit wear for kids and
their parents so they’re proud to
wear Robinson things and it’s still
affordable,” said Partonen, whose
son, Jake, is a Robinson senior
and whose daughter, Samantha, is
a freshman.

Partonen estimates the booster
club has netted about $10,000 on
merchandise sales in the past two
years.

The clothes and souvenirs are

in particularly high demand now,
with locker days and back-to-
school nights, not to mention the
home football opener Sept. 8. It
helps that Robinson is a second-
ary school, with students in sev-
enth through 12th grades on cam-
pus.

“The kids are Robinson Rams
from the minute they leave ele-
mentary school,” Meier said.

What new items might be in the
incubation stage? A Robinson Visa
card, perhaps? 

“I’d be afraid to say it because it
might happen,” Robinson Coach
Mark Bendorf said with a laugh.
“It’s pretty neat, though, to look
up into the stands and see all that
blue and gold.”

School Spirit Fits Robinson Well

A fan whose favorite profes-
sional team is in a playoff
chase might do some
“scoreboard watching”

while at the stadium — checking
the out-of-town scores to see who’s
winning and who’s losing.

A different kind of scoreboard
watching goes on at Centreville,
which has boasted the largest color
scoreboard in the area (about 16
feet high by about 25 feet wide).
With all its tricks and graphic capa-
bilities, it has become quite popular
with the Wildcats’ fans.

“Especially here on a Friday
night, it really looks like a little col-
lege game, and everyone loves it,”
Centreville Athletic Director Jim-
my Sanabria said. 

Robinson and South County
have installed similar scoreboards,
but Centreville was the first to do
so in Northern Virginia.

“They set the precedent more or
less for a football scoreboard and
full-matrix, full-color display,” said
Gail Chapman, president of Rich-
mond-based Capitol Athletics,
which has supplied Fairfax County
schools with scoreboards for al-
most 20 years. “At the time, they
were the only school in Virginia to
do that.”

“We have the best scoreboard
ever,” said senior running back
Brandon Davis, who as a returning
1,000-yard rusher should see his
name and picture up in lights quite
often this season at his home field. 

Sanabria said the scoreboard
cost about $80,000, mostly collect-
ed through fundraising. It is now a
source of revenue because of all the
advertising the school can sell on
the message board. As new fea-
tures this season, Centreville plans
to flash scores from other Northern
Region games, and also show high-
lights from the Wildcats’ previous
outing.

At one point last Thursday night
in a home scrimmage against T.C.
Williams, an image of James

Brown, flanked by an “I Feel Good”
message, popped up after the Wild-
cats made a big play. The 96x40-
pixel screen offers 65,000 color
variations, Chapman said.

Centreville Coach Mike Skinner
likes the scoreboard for one reason
in particular.

“We wanted ours to be bigger
than Westfield’s,” he said, in refer-
ence to the rival Bulldogs’ large
black and white scoreboard. “I
don’t know if it’s bigger or not, but
we tell everyone it is.”

Wildcats senior quarterback Van
Chew, a receiver last year, believes

the scoreboard might work to his
team’s advantage when opposing
defenders stare into its flashing
lights.

“The safeties, when they’re fac-
ing it . . . I think they get a little bit
distracted before the play,” Chew
said.
