I t has become an annual meet-
ing of top teams featuring elite
college-bound prospects.
They’re perennially at the top

of The Post’s rankings and fighting
for first place in one of the Wash-
ington area’s toughest leagues.

When they play, double the nor-
mal amount of security guards are
hired to oversee a standing-room-
only crowd. Port-a-potties are in-
stalled. And the home school —
which keeps the gate receipts —
makes several thousand extra dol-
lars.

The region’s biggest game? De-
Matha vs. Good Counsel.

“I don’t know their side of it, but
obviously they’re the best team we
play every year,” said Good Coun-
sel Coach Bob Milloy, carefully be-
ing understated. “They’re the top
team. I don’t know how they feel
about it, but I kind of think they
feel the same way.”

The teams have played some ep-
ic games over the past two sea-
sons, with DeMatha winning three
of the four meetings, including vic-
tories in consecutive Washington
Catholic Athletic Conference title
games. The victories haven’t come
easily — those three wins have
come by a total of five points, in-
cluding 21-20 in overtime in last
season’s title game and 22-21 on a
second-chance field goal during
the regular season.

“It seems like whenever we play,
the game has special meaning,” De-
Matha Coach Bill McGregor said.
“So everybody gets into it a little
more.”

This season promises to be no
different when the teams meet in
the regular season finale Nov. 3 at
Good Counsel. It could be the final
game at the Wheaton school,
which is scheduled to move to a

new location in Olney over the win-
ter. DeMatha enters the season
ranked No. 1, Good Counsel No.
12.

The last time the teams played at
Good Counsel, then-No. 2 Good

Counsel scored a 31-21 victory
over the No. 1 Stags before an over-
flow crowd.

“I don’t know how many people
we had,” Milloy said. “They had
them around the track and all up

and down the hill. It was a mob
scene. It was great. There was ex-
citement. It was the way it should
be.”

Expect the same that first Friday
night in November.

The Game Everyone Wants to See

Last August, McKinley Tech
held its first football prac-
tice in nine years. Even
though the school, which

was closed from 1997 to 2004, only
had a junior varsity team, tryouts
began with 60 players facing
Coach Cornell Simms.

Simms’s supply closet, though,
was empty; he had no uniforms
yet. He pleaded for patience and
asked the players to do what they
could to provide their own apparel
until 35 uniforms arrived in late
October. By then, 17 players had
quit. 

The 43 remaining players “un-
derstood because it was a new pro-
gram and it took some time,”
Simms recalled. “But they were
nagging me about it. [Other
teams] actually teased us.”

Uniforms and supplies are tough
to come by at DCIAA schools be-
cause they are only ordered when
need dictates on a citywide basis.
If one school needs a new set of
uniform pants, it is up to the indi-
vidual program to provide them.

It puts coaches in a tough posi-
tion; turnout for some programs
varies greatly and leaves coaches
unsure if they will have too many
or not enough uniforms until the
start of practice. 

Some coaches have turned to
fundraising, such as car washes, as
a means of security. Six of the 11
DCIAA schools that play football
— Anacostia, Ballou, Coolidge,
Dunbar, Theodore Roosevelt and
H.D. Woodson — have scheduled
games against schools in Penn-
sylvania, West Virginia or Ohio
that garner them guaranteed pay-
ments. Coaches can turn this in-
come around for uniforms or other

supplies. 
Anacostia, for example, has two

games scheduled at schools in
West Virginia in September. Indi-
ans Coach Willie Stewart said he

negotiates a standard deal —
$5,000 plus bus transportation and
dinner — for each game. 

“I can dress, from head to toe,
80 kids on varsity,” Stewart said,

“but it’s only because I go out of
town. Those schools that go out of
town, they need money for uni-
forms. I use my guarantees to fund
my program.”
