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HOW FAR: 72 miles west of the District, or 1.5 hours.

Winchester, called the “Apple Capital” for the 12 mil-
lion bushels it harvests each year, is Virginia’s oldest
city west of the Blue Ridge. But the town, home to such
historic spots as George Washington’s Office Museum
and Stonewall Jackson’s Headquarters, is also hip to the
groove: This weekend, it kicks off its fifth annual all-day
Blues House extravaganza, which will find local artists
and guests including guitarist Jeffrey “Skunk” Baxter,

hands 72 times during the Civil War—be sure to stop at
Leesburg’s Mighty Midget Kitchen, whose claim to
fame is that it’s “the smallest operating restaurant in the
U.S.” If you’ve got room for dessert, visit Mom’s Apple
Pie Bakery and pick up a mini-pie, sized for one. Next
you'll drive through the Appalachian Mountains, which
may get you contemplating a move to the country. And
just shy of Berryville sits Holy Cross Abbey, where you
can join Trappist monks in meditation—or grab a
homemade fruitcake for the road.
